FIRE CHIEF REPORT
Sid Michaels presented the Fire Departments report for the month of November.  He stated that repairs have been completed on Engine 1 and Engine 2.  Tender 1 is out of service for the winter.  Studded tires have been installed on the ambulance.  He also reported that we have had four EMS and one Fire run this last month.  The heating and phone problems also have been corrected.  Patrick Skinner reported that the military will be having an exercise at Riverside Park on the 25th of this month.  He invited the Anderson Volunteer Fire Department to participate in this training exercise.

She reported that DMV is now operating two days a week with road tests on Monday.  Council Person M. Reams asked if we had received all the cable payments from the delinquent customers, Clerk/Treasurer Hollis stated that we still have several delinquent customers and additional letters will be sent out.  Clerk/Treasurer Hollis also reported that we received only partial payment from one of the Sewage Lagoon Pumpers and that we should received the remainder this month. PUBLIC ACCESS
Albert Reams, appearing as a private citizen, not a council representative brought up safety concerns with snow machines and the past destruction of property within the city.  He reported that he talked to the State Troopers and invited the Commander to our next meeting.  He also stated the community needs to support the troopers in their investigations and not cover up the incidents that have occurred with the city limits.    The council agreed that more community involvement in finding and prosecuting the violators is required.  A security camera has been purchased and will be used by the city for surveillance of our public facilities.
Public Hearing

Ordinance 04-01     

Sewage Lagoon Ordinance   
The public hearing opened at 7:35.  Mayor Holmes read Ordinance 04-01 to the public.  She stated that this ordinance changes the return of the Lagoon Operator's deposit when they close or sell their business.  We are changing the code to give the option for the council to return the deposit sooner than two years if the operator has successfully completed all his reporting requirements.  There was no public comments.    

Rex Trail
Steve Holmes explained the State is reclassifying the Rex Trail as a road instead of a trail.  This trail has been in existence for a long time.  By designating it as a road, private landowners along the Rex Trail will not be able to block the road and prevent the public from the use of the trail system.  The State asked us to review this because part of the existing trail is located within the City of Anderson city limits.    The council felt that this reclassification was in the best interest of the city, it's residents, and public users of the Rex Trail.

OLD BUSINESS

CODE BOOK REVISION
Mayor Holmes reported that we would start in December working on the Code Book changes and updates.  Council Pearson A. Reams wanted to verify that as a city can we enforce the laws of our code.  Currently he stated that the code says we have enforcement but does not give the authority for the city council to act on the enforcement.   Council Person S. Holmes reported that is one of the reasons that we are updating the code to make it so we do have the enforcement procedures and guidelines.

ADMINISTRATION
Clerk/Treasurer Hollis reported that there are new updates in the council packets concerning the Economic Development Grant.  She stated that an Economic meeting was scheduled for November 17th.   Mayor Holmes notified the council that there is a possibility that top officials for the Post Office is recommending that our post office be closed.  Mayor Holmes suggested that everyone write letters to their representatives concerning this issue.  She also stated that the city would be receiving $ 30,000 less in revenue next year, due to the elimination of the State Revenue Sharing.  She is designing a survey to get input from the residents on what services they would like to see decreased or eliminated or possible options on ways to increase revenue.  Our Next meeting  will be on Dec 4th @  6:30 and work session @ 5.  Mayor Holmes asked all the council members to think about what day of the month would be most suitable for a meeting date.
