Reports	Mayor Clay Walker reported that there is a job opening at the landfill starting April 10th to October and it pays $16. 00. The Mayor brought flyers for the Winterfest Community Dinner and Bingo at Tri Valley Community Center on Saturday February 24 at 5. They are serving Chili and hotdogs and cornbread reported that Cantwell will be bringing their Bingo setup and he received two 80 dollar gift cards from Sandee at Clearsky Lodge as bingo prizes. Mayor Clay Walker asked us to come out and show support for Kay Hockin who won the Mayor’s Community Service Award.  He thanked Scott Thompson, Chris Noel and Nancy Hollis for their hard work on the Community Wildfire Protection Plan (CWPP). He is heading down to Juneau at the end of the week for AML Winter Legislative Conference and two Assembly Members will be joining him. Mayor Walker asked if there is anything going on with the Clear project he had heard that the housing in Anderson is a constraint there just are not that many suitable houses. Are there any steps to improve that situation? William Morris said it has everything to do with money and if the Borough gives us money we could build housing. Scott Thompson said if you go back to the 2008 survey where the city was giving the land and ended up losing money on it. 
 Mayor Samantha Thompson stated that they changed where they can do shifts the base from remote to anywhere in Alaska.
City Clerk stated that the people who bought Hollis’s place were interested in putting trailers at the park. Mayor Samantha Thompson stated there is land for sale in the subdivision and highway and at one time the city cleaned up the town, Mayor Clay Walker said he remembers being on the Assembly when they did a grant to accept the houses for no tipping fees and Mayor Clay Walker stated maybe we could do this again. The City Clerk informed the Council that they Borough there is a 20% matching grant twenty thousand per project. Make sure to think ab out the project as a twenty-five thousand project then five thousand would be the match. Clearsky sportsman is putting in for it to improve their club house. The City Clerk asked if the matching part could be in labor. Mayor Clay Walker thought that the clean-up project was a matching grant and Scott Thompson confirmed that they matched it with labor which he kept track of.

Mr. Hoffman sent an email to the City Council and it is attached at the end of the minutes. After reading the email Mayor Samantha Thompson asked if the school picks up recyclables form the city building and the clerk said no, so she instructed the City Clerk to contact Kay Hockin about participating in the zero landfill initiative.


Fire Dept.	Scott Thompson reported that he has four members going to ETT/EMT Class and they should be done by April. He also filled Mayor Walker in on the cell tower and asked if he could help get the dimensions of the repeater out on Kobe to give to the cell tower company. Mayor Walker stated Scott Thompson would need to work with Chris at the borough. The radios are working great with the radio app and if anyone has any wildfire pictures for CWPP please forward them to the City Clerk. He also reported that ETT’s and EMT I cannot administer Narcan and would like Mayor Walker to talk to Rep. Talerico and see if they can get that pushed through. Scott Thompson reported that he can’t even buy it for the fire department. Scott Thompson has an email to finish sending to Representative Talerico.

Clinic	Scott Thompson asked the City Council what they plan on doing with the Clinic once VSW is done with it. After much discussion the City Council stated they would rent it out to contractors but instructed the City Clerk to get confirmation from VSW on their lease and to do a quick books report on the cost of fuel and electricity for the year to better decide what to charge for rent and to put it on next month’s agenda under new business. Samantha Thompson said we might need it furnished. The carpet would need to be replaced. 

Public Works	 Scott Thompson reported that the man camp is moving forward and as for the Cell Tower the last he saw there are communications going on between our attorney and theirs. There would be a blurb on the end of the contract so that the fire department will have space on the tower. Scott Thompson reported people are still plowing across the street and he’s had other people ask him why he was plowing for them and not everyone. He did up work orders and if we charged for having to use the loader then Corbin would cost us two hundred fifty dollars and Millers one hundred twenty five dollars, Brad Shepherd Jr replied they have to be charged. Carl Leake said to send them a letter stating they cost the City so much money and if it happens again they will be invoiced and the City Council agreed. City Clerk reported that the Millers refused certified letter so they said to send it regular mail and Carl Leake stated if need be he would deliver it personally. 
	
Environmental	Scott Thompson reported they had cut back in hours up until the last few days because of the snow.  John is flushing and they are still forcing the system to work. Last week he popped Brad Shepherds street and both beaver slides were frozen and he hasn’t got the after action report done yet to send to Doug Poage. The dosing stations work better but the others are labor intensive. Every manhole on the system is frozen because last November we had rain before the snowfall. He will be talking to Mark about making it standard operating procedure to run over the manholes and freezing them so no air will get in.
Scott Thompson reported that MTA is refusing to fix our road in front of the Nelsons on Third Street they had taken the track rig off and pulled up the HI float emulsion.  Mayor Samantha Thompson said maybe our attorney should send a letter, Scott Thompson said they got his letter about informing their people that they will use matts in the future. City Clerk suggested that MTA reply by mail to Scott’s Letter as proof they will be responsible for any future road damage. William Morris wanted to know if we can get the emulsion and what it needed to repair.
Mayor Samantha Thompson said to talk to Brad Shepherd since it’s his department. Scott Thompson asked the City Council whether we are still selling gravel for $3.00 if they mine it themselves and the City Council agreed.
